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IS HEALING FOR TODAY? 
Do physical healings occur today? The answer is yes, you may need to read my testimony again to realize 
that God Heals, Doctors Practice. God wants for us physical, spiritual and emotional health. He does not 
want for us to be sick and infirm. 
 
God made us in His image. (Genesis 1:27- God created man in His own image, in the image of God He 
created him; male and female He created them.) 
 
God gave us a spirit. (Proverb 20:27 — The spirit of man in the lamp of the Lord, Searching all the inner-
most parts of his being. Also Ecclesiastes 12:7— then the dust will return to the earth as it was, and the 
spirit will return to God who gave it.) 
 
God formed us and named us. (Psalms 139:13-17— For You formed my inward parts; You wove me in 
my mother’s womb. I will give thanks to You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; Wonderful are 
Your works, and my soul knows it very well. My frame was not hidden from You, When I was made in se-
cret, And skillfully wrought in the depths of the earth; Your eyes have seen my unformed substance; And in 
Your book were all written The days that were ordained for me, When as yet there was not one of them. 
How precious also are Your thoughts to me, 0 God! How vast is the sum of them!) 
 
God wants us to love Him because He first loved us. (Ephesians 2:4-5 — But God, being rich in mercy, 
because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in our transgressions, made us 
alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved) Also I John 4:19 — We love, because He first 
loved us.) 
 
God loves us so much, He sent His Jesus, His Son, to die for us. (1 John 4:8-16 — The one who does not 
love does not know God, for God is love. By this the love of God was manifested in us, that God has sent 
His only begotten Son into the world so that we might live through Him. In this is love, not that we loved 
God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, 
we also ought to love one another. No one has seen God at any time; if we love one another, God abides in 
us, and His love is perfected in us. By this we know that we abide in Him and He in us, because He has 
given us of His Spirit. We have seen and testify that the Father has sent the Son to be the Savior of the 
world. Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God. We have come 
to know and have believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and the one who abides in him.) 
 
Because of “happenings” in our life or generational sins, sometimes even in the womb, we are uncertain of 
who we are or God’s unconditional love for us. This keeps us from having a healthy relationship with our 
Father. It keeps us from the certainty that “Jesus died for me.” It keeps us from receiving the fullness of the 
Holy Spirit and gifting of the Spirit. 

This leads to an unhealthy emotional life where we live in: 
Fear Resentment Destruction 

Anxiety Anger Loneliness 
Insecurity Distrust Failure 

Unworthiness Unforgiveness Guilt 
Discouragement Self Condemnation Shame 
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The Peace of the Christian Life is found in Philippians 4:8-9 — Finally, brethren, whatever is true, what-
ever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if 
there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, dwell on these things. The things You have learned 
and received and heard and seen in me, practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you. 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:23 — Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you entirely; and may your spirit and 
soul and body be preserved complete, without blame at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Spirit, soul, emotions, mind and body are closely related in health or illness. Spiritual, emotional ills lead to 
physical ills although some physical illness is organic. Physicians are now saying a majority of physical ill-
ness stems from the inner person. We need to seek to discover root problems; not deal only with the symp-
toms. Jesus is healer of the whole person. 
 
Our own land is the Kingdom of God; our real home. He will make us clean and separate us from all idols. 
He will give us a new heart and a new spirit. He will cause us to walk in His ways. He will heal us and set 
us free. 
 

Lord I pray a prayer of healing over each person reading this message. I ask that each life is touched by 
You 0 Lord and there be physical, spiritual and emotional healing in the name of Jesus Christ. I ask Your 
blessing to be with each person today Father and that lives will be changed. I give you all the praise and
